For the Lancaster County Economic Development Corporation, FY 2008-2009 was a period in which the economy was not 

conducive to expansion.  We instead were able to make contacts and lay the groundwork to put Lancaster County in a 

favorable position to attract new business and industry with the turn of the economic tide.  Although the U.S. economy is just

what President Keith Tunnell and our dedicated staff have been involved with to date. 
 

LCEDC was involved in the emergence of the new Kershaw Industrial Park.  This Park, along with the recently opened Heath 

Springs Industrial Park, gives prospective clients two new options to locate their businesses in Lancaster County, with a readily 

available workforce in close proximity. 
 

Our Economic Development Strategic Plan, completed in 2009, gives us a blueprint to expend our efforts as we work to 

position our County to attract businesses as the economy begins to improve.  A progress update on action items from the 

study is included in this annual report. 
 

The Highway 9/ Highway 521 Corridor Study is nearly complete.  This also will give us direction in developing these two vital 

transportation corridors in Lancaster County. 
 

These accomplishments represent the foundation for future economic development for our County.  However, this year has 

been extremely productive already. 
 

Despite the doldrums in which the global economy remains mired, we are on track to have a banner year for attracting new 

business to Lancaster County.  Greyne Custom Wood, Defense Ventures Group, the Titanium Call Center, and Fab Fours have 

all made commitments or already located facilities in Lancaster County this year.  All of these companies are important to our 

County, and represent important additions of both investment and employment opportunities for Lancaster County.  Perhaps 

the Crown Jewel of all the announcements this year is Red Ventures.  A Community Impact Award winner projected to employ 

up to 1,000 people, Red Ventures is a company that will invest upwards of $20 million over the next seven years as they reach 

full employment. They are in the process of permitting an 80,000 square foot building adjacent to their 60,000 square foot 

facility in the 521 Corporate Park with construction to begin this year. 
 

As you can see, your Economic Development Corporation staff has accomplished a great deal over the past 1 ½ years.  Of 

critical importance is the support from our membership, from whence we receive funding and motivated Directors willing to 

apply their time and talents for the good of our community.  The Board of Directors has embraced their role in providing policy 

and direction for our staff.  Making all this possible is a committed group of elected City, Town, and County officials.  They 

support the EDC both financially and with the time necessary to meet with prospective client companies and to discuss the 

options and issues critically important to any business which may locate to Lancaster County.   
 

As we look to the future, the LCEDC has Lancaster County poised to attract more industry and business.  Yes, the future looks 

bright, indeed!
